A. Accounting Policies :

11 Basis for Preparation of Financial Statements

The financial statements prepared and presented under the historical cost convention on the accrual basis of
accounting, unless otherwise stated and comply with generally accepted accounting principles, statutory requirement
prescribed under the Banking Regulations Act,1949 and The Gujarat State Co-Operative Societies Act, 1961,
circulars and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) from time to time, and comply with the mandatory
accounting standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India to the extent applicable and practices
prevailing within the banking Industry in India except were otherwise stated. The accounting principles are consistently
applied.

2 Use of Estimates :

The Preparation of financial statements is in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires
management to make assumptions and estimates that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, revenues
and expenses and disclosure of contingent liabilities at the date of the financial statements. Actual result could differ
from those estimates. Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of the financial statements are
prudent and reasonable. Any revision to the accounting estimates are recognized prospectively.

3.  Accounting Convention :
The financial statements are drawn up in accordance with the historical cost convention and ongoing concem basis.

4.  Revenue Recognition :

a) Interest Income is recognized in the Profit and Loss Account as it accrues except in case of Non- performing
assets (NPAs) where it is recognized upon realization, as per income recognition and asset classification
norms of RBI.

b) Commission received on guarantees issued is amortized over the period of guarantee.

c) Loan Processing fees are accounted when it becomes due.

d) Net Profit / loss on sale of Securities is recognized at the time of sales.

e) Interest Income on Investment are accounted on due basis.

5. Taxes on Income :

% Provision for current Tax is made in the Books of Accounts as per the Tax Provisions of the Income Tax Act,

6. Fixed Assets and Depreciation :

Provisions
involving substantial degree of estimation in measurement are recognized when there is a present obligation as
a result of past events and it is probable that there will be an outflow of resources.

% Liabilities which are of contingent nature are not provided but are disclosed at their estimated amount in the notes
forming part of the accounts. Contingent assets are neither recognized nor disclosed in the financial statements.

8.  Foreign Currency Transaction :

The Bank is not involved in any sort of foreign currency Transaction.

9. Investments :

i, Categorization of Investment :

In accordance with guidelines issued by RBI, the Bank classifies its investment portfolio into the following
thre categories:

& ‘Held to Maturity’ - Securities acquired by the Bank with the intention to hold till maturity.

# ‘Held for Trading’ - Securities acquired by the Bank with the intention to trade.

# ‘Available for Sale’ - Securities which do not fall within the above two categories are classified as

‘Available for Sale’.

The book value of security is
reduced to the extent of amount amortized during the relevant accounting period.

‘Held for Trading’ — The individual scrip in the HFT category is marked to market at the year end.

Available for Sale’ - The individual scrip in the AFS category is marked to market at the year end. The net \‘
resultant depreciation in each classification (as mentioned in Para ii above) is recognized in the profit and
Loss Account. Net appreciation, if any, is ignored.

Market value of Government Securities is determined on the basis of the price list published by RBI or the
prices periodically declared by PDAI jointly with FIMMDA / FBIL for valuation at year-end.

10. Provisions on Advances :
All the advances are classified in to performing and non performing advances. Nonperforming assets are
also classified in to substandard, doubtful and loss assets based on criteria stipulated by RBI. The
specific provisions regarding nonperforming assets are made as per the rates and guidelines prescribed
by RBI. Loss assets and unsecured portion of Doubtful assets are provided for as per the guidelines of
R B 1.The Bank holds specific provisions against nonperforming loans and standard asset reserve against
performing loans.
